Academic excellence is part of the Pendle Hill High School tradition - excellence achieved by stu-
dents working in partnership with their teachers. 

On Tuesday 10 February a special High Achievers Recognition Assembly was held to celebrate the 
outstanding 2008 HSC and School Certificate results achieved by our students. 

All students who achieved at Band 5 or Band 6 levels in these statewide examinations received spe-
cial certificates of commendation. 

A Band 5 performance means that students achieved a mark of between 80 and 89; Band 6 a mark 
between 90 and 100. 

The students receiving these awards have achieved at the very highest level in one or more 
courses, competing against the best and brightest students from all schools in NSW  -  comprehen-
sive government schools, selective schools and non government schools.  Our  HSC  students  were  
competing  against approximately 60,000 other students; our School Certificate students against 
more than 83,000 other students. 

Daniel  Piotrowski,  Dux  of  Year  12  and  2008  School  Captain, achieved a Universities  Ad-
mission  Index  of 97.4 as  a  result of  his  outs tanding  HSC performance  -  that puts Daniel 
into the top 2.6% of all HSC students in NSW!
