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ASSESSMENT

Students from Years 7 to 12 are now involved in completing formal assessment activities in each of
their courses. These activities contribute to each student’s final assessment mark for the semester.

There are two basic types of tasks:

those which are set to be done in class or at an examination on a set date;
assignments which are to be handed in or completed by a set date.

Generally, classes will be given at least ten days written notice of any tasks (whether they are to be
completed in class or done as an assignment at home).

Assignments must be submitted on the due date at the time specified by the teacher, or a penalty will
apply.

Where a teacher is absent and an assignment or assessment is due to be handed in, the work should
be handed in to the Head Teacher for that subject on the due date.

For each calendar day that a take home assignment or assessment task is late, a mark penalty will
apply. Assignments must be submitted as a single, complete unit and not in parts or the penalty per
day will apply to the whole assignment. Why the penalty? In order to be fair to all stude nts,
especially those who get their work done and handed in on time. Both the School Certificate
and HSC have rules about the satisfactory completio  n of work and sitting for examinations on
the required date.

For students in Years 11 and 12, the penalty is 40% for the first calendar day and 20% for each
calendar day thereafter. The penalty includes weekends and public holidays.

For students in Years 7, 8, 9 and 10, the penalty is 20% for each calendar day late, including
weekends and public holidays.

Absent students are responsible for finding out details relating to any task issued during the period of
their absence. If a student is in doubt about the task set or the date of its required submission,
clarification from the classroom teacher should be sought. It will not be adequate to rely on the
advice of other students.

For students in Years 11 and 12 , a medical certificate will be needed in the event of absence or
failure to submit an assignment/assessment task or sit for a test / examination on the required
date. In this case students will be able to attempt the task or exam with no penalty. Failure to
present a medical certificate or to have been granted leave by the Principal will result in zero marks
being awarded.

For students from Years 7 to 10 a parent note is required if a student is absent from school on the
day of an in-class assessment task or test. Failure to submit the required parent note within five
school days may result in zero marks being awarded and the task regarded as non-complete for
Board of Studies satisfactory completion of courses requirements.

Where an assignment has been prepared at home and submitted for marking it is the student’s
responsibility to retain a copy of that work so that it may be used in the event of loss of the submitted
assignment or for the purpose of study for a test or formal examination.

Top Tip - when your child says “l haven’'t got any homework” make them sit down and show you
each of their notebooks. Check to see that all work is complete, worksheets are pasted in and that it
is “best work”, not hurried work.

Assignments should be worked on over a period of time, not just the night before the due date -
teachers expect to see quality, detailed work; not just a minimum attempt!
